ENGLISH
Year 6 will be studying ‘War Horse’ by Michael Morpurgo and ‘The Christmas Truce’ by Carol Ann Duffy. 
Topic Focus: SPAG (dialogue, developing new vocabulary, formal and informal writing, cohesive devices, passive and modal verbs, clauses, adverbs, preposition phrases, expanded noun phrases, inverted commas, commas for clarity, punctuation for parenthesis, semi-colons, dashes, colons, hyphens, year 5/6 vocabulary, semi-colons and selecting verb forms for meaning and effect.) Reading (Comprehension and responding to 3 mark questions using the P.E.E. structure) Writing (Letter, Newspaper Report, Paragraph Writing – sentence structure/fluency, Biography, Recount, Short Story) 



















MATHS
In preparation for SATS in May, year 6 will be focusing on the following topics:
Number and Place Value
Solving multi-step problems involving all four operations and being able to use these four operations confidently
Fractions, Decimals and Percentages 
Ratio and Proportion
Algebra
Measurement
Geometry
Statistics

Reasoning questions that align with each topic will be used weekly to build students confidence and resilience in solving problems quickly, correctly and independently.

ART/D.T.
Students will be designing a 3-D model of No Man’s Land this term as part of their history unit. This will be made through manipulation of barbed wire to create the effect each child desires. 
D.T will be used throughout maths lessons to assist with hands-on learning when problem solving. 
As we near Christmas, students will be designing their own ornaments and cards as part of their advent activities. 




SCIENCE
Year 6 will be learning about The Human Body, Evolution and Inheritance throughout autumn term. 
Students will investigate how the heart and many important organs function in the body and how we keep them healthy. We will be studying Charles Darwin’s theory of evolution, expanding our knowledge of the human species as well as investigating the cause and effect of mutation. 
Students will be assessed at the end of each unit, and within each lesson as they respond to the Learning Question (LQ). 



















HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY
Aligning with the novels being studied in our English unit, Year 6 will be studying World War One and World War Two. 
The students will focus on the history of each war, the roles of women, the disastrous conditions in which soldiers had to bare and use geographic knowledge to map out trench routes and where several of the battles occurred. 
Assessment Items: Biography, Diary Entry, Descriptive Paragraphs, Letter. 
















FRENCH
Students will be studying key words and phrases. 











P.E.
Throughout this term students will be developing indoor athletic skills with their PE coach from St Pauls Academy and focusing on their cardio fitness in dance with Lauren, an instructor from Let’s All Dance, Greenwich.
